Welcome and Introductions

The meeting began with participants sharing ways in which they would like to become more active in AR SOPHE during the next year. Examples of responses included submitting articles for the newsletter, inviting colleagues to join, and attending a conference.  
Officer Reports-

President (Alison Rose)-Everyone is encouraged to visit the Arkansas SOPHE website.  Any items needing to be posted can be sent to Dana Smith.  Alison will begin seeking potential officers for next year soon so anyone interested in holding a position or gaining more information about a position can contact her or another executive committee member.  The Speakers Bureau on the website needs to be updated.  Anyone interested in being added as a speaker, or who wishes to submit a speaker's information can contact Alison or Dana Smith.  Anyone can be listed in the Bureau - this is not restricted to SOPHE members.
President-Elect (Amanda Harvey) - Amanda attended one Public Health Committee Meeting during the past year. With the Arkansas Legislature to convene in January, Amanda offered to assist Rosemary in monitoring legislation.  Alison noted that the legislative Task Force on Substance Abuse Prevention would be presenting several recommendations to the legislature, and that AR SOPHE may desire to be part of that process.  Alison will send the Task Force report to Dana for posting on the SOPHE web site.
Past President (Kim Dean)- AR SOPHE maintains a position on the planning committee of APHA.  There will be a planning committee meeting on October 31st from 10-12pm (Kim to attend).  SOPHE is responsible for 1-2 sessions.  A call for workshop proposals will be posted to the web site.  Members are asked to distribute the Call to potential presenters. The deadline for submitting a presenter to represent AR SOPHE is November 7th.  The conference will be held on May 6-8, 2009 in Hot Springs.
Vice-President (Dana Smith) – Dana will be placing pictures of the executive committee members on the website. Those not in attendance (or attending via conference call) today should submit a head & shoulders shot to Dana.  She reported that 182 CEUs were provided during the past year resulting in a profit of $101.10.  
Secretary (Jenna Beck) – The e-mail account has been updated by Comcast and is more efficient. The new process of emailing members about announcements and new material located on the website is working well. 
Treasurer (Kim Miller) – Kim reported and provided the financial report. AR SOPHE received a brochure in the mail regarding an IRS-sponsored workshop on exempt organizations. Members discussed the possibility of sending someone to the workshop in Memphis in order to keep information up-to-date and learn about new requirements. Dana Smith motioned to send Kim Miller and Janie second.  Those in attendance voted in favor of sending Kim to the workshop. 
National Delegate (Barbie Brunner) – There will not be a representative attending the National SOPHE meeting in San Diego this month. It falls at an inconvenient time with our transition of new officers. A group trip was mentioned for the conference in May in New Orleans. Barbie reminded everyone that since AR SOPHE is 5013C status, members are not allowed to lobby. She will be putting together specific information for us soon. 
Historian (Janie Runkle) – The newsletter was recently sent to members. A new plan for the newsletter articles will be for each executive committee member to provide an article for each quarterly newsletter. The deadline for submitting articles for the December newsletter is November 14th. 
Conference (Carrie Poston) – The Monticello workshop was canceled due to the low number of people who registered to attend. The first two workshops were great so it may be that there is not enough membership right now for three workshops.  The new conference planning team will evaluate the options and proceed with planning.  Anyone wishing to be part of the planning team should contact Sue Porbeck. 
Awards (Trish Ouei) – Not present.  Any member with ideas on how to market the awards or make the  nominations process more appealing should contact Trish.
Grants and Finance (Kanisha Caesar) – Not present
